The application period opens January 1, 2026 and
closes March 1, 2026. All applications must be submitted online prior to the deadline, therefore, students must begin the process in
January to allow time for official transcripts and references to be received. Incomplete applications will not be considered.
Applicants must be full-time students and demonstrate a devotion to academics, or are otherwise talented, to be considered for a

Addison Singh Scholarship — Open applications for students pursuing the field of sonography, or the field of radiology.

Adkerson-Dodson Special Education Scholarship - Open applications for Danville/Pittsylvania graduates who are
pursuing an undergraduate or graduate degree or licensure in special education.
